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Abstract

The aim of the study was to identify the emotional and behavioral problems
experienced by victims and the differences between boys and girls. In order to achieve
the objectives, we followed the descriptive approach and all participants were
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administered the Cyberbullying questionnaire for Can (2002) and the self-report
questionnaire of emotional and behavioral problems of Thomas Achenbach (2001).

The sample was composed of 350 teenagers. The results showed that adolescents victims
of Cyberbullying suffer from emotional and behavioral problems especially post-
traumatic stress disorder and obsessive-compulsive disorder. The results showed also
gender differences in emotional and behavioral problems for especially among the girls,
in depression and withdrawal, while there are no significant differences between them in
other emotional and behavioral disorders.
